I‘d prefer it if things like TIAs did not 

happen. We all would. If they have any 

benefit, however, it might be this: 

they bring life into focus at a number of 

levels.  

First and foremost, things like TIAs 

are a gentle(?) reminder of how fragile 

life really is. The truth is, most of the 

time, we live as though we, and the 

people we love, are indestructible. That‘s 

simply not so.  

Second, and in light of the first, these 

kinds of things remind us that we should 

keep our accounts paid up—with one 

another and with God. If we love 

someone, we should tell them so—today. 

If we owe someone anything—thanks, 

congratulations, encouragement, a visit, 

whatever—we need to pay the debt. 

Third, we 

need to invest 

time where it 

matters most. 

Reminders of 

our mortality 

show us the 

v a l u e  o f 

m i n u t e s …

and sometimes, 

s e c o n d s . 

They‘re all gifts 

from God. We 

need to make 

each one count. 

I originally wrote this piece as a 

Lexington Herald-Leader blog entry. My 

dad wouldn‘t even begin to know how to 

turn a computer on, so I‘m confident he‘ll 

never find these words in the cyber-

world. And apparently he only gets our 

Plumbline occasionally—when the postal 

service is at the very top of its game. So 

I‘ll just have to tell him again how much I 

love him personally—long before this 

paper is published. In light of what a 

stroke can do in a second or two, a seven-

hour drive doesn‘t seem all that long 

anymore.

O ver the decades, Earth Day has 

generated discussions, sensitizing 

and mobilizing communities to make 

tangible local and global ecological 

improvements. Daily, we hear or read 

reports of our air and water quality or loss 

of wetlands or urban sprawl or carbon 

footprints or climate change. We hear and 

read statistics, challenges, and warnings 

along with practical, innovative ―green‖ 

solutions (buying local or hybrid cars or 

using alternative energy sources). I love 

the color, but that beaten repeated word, 

―green,‖ wearies me. 

Rather than repeat or expand upon 

these ―green‖ lists, I propose that we, as 

God‘s people, created in His image, 

intentionally downshift for a while from 

our frenetic pace and retool our activities 

for the week surrounding April 22. 

First, pray that God will illuminate 

your reading of the Scripture. Then try 

reading the Genesis creation accounts and 

Psalms 65, 19, and 148. Or do a word 

study on trees, land, or earth. Read or sing 

hymns such as ―Great Is Thy 

Faithfulness‖, ―All Creatures of Our God 

and King, ―All Things Bright and 

Beautiful,‖ etc. 

Second, pray that God will show you 

something new about Himself—or some 

new insight or aspect of your relationship 

with Him—as you observe what He‘s 

given us. 

Third, go outside! Visit Lexington 

Arboretum, Red River Gorge, Raven Run 

Nature Sanctuary, or Shakertown‘s 40 

miles of trails and enjoy the wildflowers 

and birds. Hike behind the Luce Center. 

Sit by a stream. Watch the sunset or 

sunrise. Watch a bird build its nest or feed 

its young. Plant a tree. Go fly a kite. Take 

your kids to pick flowers and give them 

to someone who doesn‘t get out much. 

Appreciation for God‘s creation begins at 

an early age. 

Stop. Look. Listen. Smell. Feel. 

Finally, praise God!

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T he Capital Campaign Committee for 

Foundation Faith Future (FFF), the 

Finance Team, and the Administrative 

Board all agree that we will build IF we 

can raise 1.8 million dollars. So how are 

we doing?  

Total FFF pledged giving and FFF pre- 

and extra- pledge giving through 

December 2008 was $266,793. This is 

$84,042, or 46%, over the amount 

pledged to be given during that 

timeframe! The total pledged for January 

2009 through December 2009 is 

$325,604. IF everyone fulfills their 

pledge and IF we see the same 46% 

increase over the amount pledged—an 

additional $149,777—it would make a 

total of $475,381 for the year 2009. Add 

that to the 2008 giving and the $42,153 

currently in the Building Fund, and we 

would have $784,327 by the end of 2009. 

And that includes only one year and four 

months of the three-year campaign.  

IF we extrapolate that through the 

remaining of the campaign, we would 

reach $1,764,736. And that doesn‘t 

include any additional Building Fund 

monies, which continue to grow. This 

gets us mighty close to the 1.8 million! 

And IF we base these figures on the total 

pledges, rather than just 2008 and 2009, 

we‘re well above 1.8 million. We‘re on 

target IF…, and that‘s exciting! 

Now, we all realize that there are a lot 

of IFs in these calculations. There are also 

many IFs in God‘s word: 

―IF we confess our sins, he is faithful 

and just and will forgive us our sins and 

purify us from all unrighteousness‖ (I 

John 1:9).  

―IF we walk in the light, as he is in the 

light, we have fellowship with one 

another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, 

purifies us from every sin‖ (I John 1:7).  

―IF we love each other, God lives in us 

and his love is made complete in us‖ (I 

John 4:12b).  

―IF you remain in me and my words 

remain in you, ask whatever you wish, 

and it will be given you. This is to my 

Father‘s glory, that you bear much fruit, 

showing yourselves to be my 

disciples‖ (John 15:7).  

―IF any of you lacks wisdom, he 

should ask God, who gives generously to 

all without finding fault, and it will be 

given to him‖ (James 1:5).  

―IF you have faith as small as a 

mustard seed, you can say to this 

mountain, ‗Move from here to there‘ and 

it will move. Nothing will be impossible 

for you.‖ (Matthew 17:20b).  

―IF the willingness is there, the gift is 

acceptable according to what one has, not 

according to what he does not have‖ (2 

Corinthians 8:12).  

All these promises of God are 

conditional IF statements. IF we do our 

part in these things, God will do His. IF 

we do our part in the FFF campaign, God 

will do what we cannot do. He will do 

His part. And what is that? ―Bring the 

whole tithe into the storehouse, that there 

may be food in my house. Test me in 

this,‖ says the Lord Almighty, ―and see IF 

I will not throw open the floodgates of 

heaven and pour out so much blessing 

that you will not have room enough for 

it‖ (Malachi 3:10). 

―IF God is for us, who can be against 

us?‖ (Romans 8:31).

Keepers of the Fire Needed! 

I 
s there really such a thing as ―financial 

peace‖? Doesn‘t combining those two 

words create an oxymoron? The truth is, 

not only can we attain peace in the area of 

finance, but God wants us to attain it. 

That is why money and possessions are 

two of the most written about topics in all 

of Scripture. 

So what do the Scriptures tell us to do 

to find financial peace? 

First, they teach us to get 

out of debt and stay out of 

debt. ―The rich rule over the 

poor and the borrower is 

s l a v e  t o  t h e 

lender‖ (Proverbs 22:7). 

This means that every dollar we borrow 

forges a new link of bondage to the 

lender. MasterCard becomes our master 

and the chains of debt can become so 

heavy that we can barely breathe. 

Second, Scriptures tell us, ―Allow no 

sleep to your eyes, no slumber to your 

eyelids. Free yourself, like a gazelle from 

the hand of the hunter, like a bird from 

the snare of the fowler‖ (Proverbs 6:4–5). 

The time to get out of debt is NOW! And 

we need to do it with the same intensity 

we would use if we were running away 

from a rabid pit bull. 

So how do you get started? The first 

three steps taught in the Financial Peace 

University course are: 1. Put $1,000 in the 

bank as an emergency fund. 2. Pay off all 

of your debts (other than your house), 

smallest to largest. 3. Put the equivalent 

of three to six months of 

expenses into a fully-

funded emergency fund. 

Are you ready to start down 

the road to financial 

freedom? One of the best 

ways to start is to take the 

13-week Financial Peace University 

(FPU) class that will be offered again this 

fall. If you can‘t wait that long, an older 

edition of the DVDs and kits are now 

available for checkout, at no cost, from 

the church library. Finally, the church 

offers personal financial counseling, if 

you need one-on-one help. Just call the 

church or send an email to 

FinancialCounseling@wfmc.net to get 

started. 

T his May through October, the 

Church and Society ministry is 

beginning ―Campfires for a Cause.‖ We 

need several people willing to host a 

campfire one time a month.
