Understand How the Devil Thinks

Yes, as a matter of fact, I do believe
in the Devil. So did radio
commentator, journalist and Christian,
Paul Harvey. Here’s what he had to say
on the subject. (As you read, please note
that he made these prophetic comments
16 years ago.)

If I Were the Devil...

“If I were the prince of darkness I'd
want to engulf the whole world in
darkness, and I’d have a third of its real
estate and four fifths of its population.
But I wouldn’t be happy until I had seized
the ripest apple on the tree: thee. So I'd
set about however necessary, to take over
the United States.

I’d subvert the churches first. I’d begin
with a campaign of whispers. With the
wisdom of a serpent I would whisper to
you as I whispered to Eve, ‘Do as you
please.” To the young I would whisper
that the Bible is a myth. I would convince
them that man created God, instead of the
other way around. I would confide that
what’s bad is good, and what’s good is
square. And the old I would teach to pray

And then I’'d get organized: I'd
educate authors in how to make lurid
literature exciting so that anything else
would appear dull and uninteresting. I’d
threaten TV with dirtier movies, and visa
versa. I’d peddle narcotics to whom I
could. I'd sell alcohol to ladies and
gentlemen of distinction. I’d tranquilize
the rest with pills.

If T were the devil I'd soon have
families at war with themselves; churches
at war with themselves; and nations at
war with themselves; until each in its turn
was consumed. And with promises of
higher ratings, I'd have mesmerizing
media fanning the flames.

If T were the devil I would encourage
schools to refine young intellect, but
neglect to discipline emotions; just let
those run wild, until before you knew it
you’d have to have drug-sniffing dogs
and metal detectors at every schoolhouse
door.

In the mid 80’s we ran a canoe trip on the upper Delaware for our youth and that
evening we talked about all the campfires Jesus and His disciples had. We talked of
them using flint, carrying hot coals packed in ashes wrapped in palm branches. How
did the risen Jesus start that fire on the beach; with flint or with a ‘word’?

Fast forward to now, hundreds of campfires later and multiple readings in the
Gospels. Campfires are a vehicle to fellowship, stories, and remain a social event
linking us to the Gospel accounts we read. This connection reappeared in January when
reading the feeding of the four thousand in Matthew 15: 29-39 and Mark 8: 1-9. The
setting is the grassy and forested “lonely” place, northeast of Bethsaida; about one
o’clock on the Sea of Galilee. Jesus worried about their welfare, specifically their lack
of nourishment and stamina because during this three-day event they hardly ate.
Imagine the atmosphere those nights as Jesus wandered around the groups and squatted
at the fires with them. People wishing their relatives and friends were here for this.
Four thousand! That’s seven times what we average in each of our morning worship
services in an area of 4100 square feet. Step behind the CMC and look out and down
and in your minds eye, imagine four thousand people and scores of campfires.

Then Chuck, a hiking buddy, told me about a few people in Tennessee who got
together around a campfire and collected shoes. These three ‘happenings’ are the stuff
behind “Campfires for a Cause.”

focused on serving Christ in the place and
position He assigned. When I’ve had the
courage to make similar decisions, I’ve
seen His faithfulness without fail.

So, should we back off on our FFF
campaign until a more favorable
economic climate appears? Isn’t this a
foolish time to consider a building
project? Aren’t times a bit too uncertain
for us to commit to a significant gift from
our family’s resources? Well, if you ask
most financial advisors, the answers to
these and similar questions might be
affirmative. After thinking about the
nonconventional pattern that God has
ordained in the past, maybe that’s enough
to convince me that we should accelerate
our plans! But think about this from
another perspective. Our leadership and
our entire fellowship are convinced of

God’s leadership in this project. The
ministries of our church are growing
rapidly and many of these are becoming
limited by our facilities. We don’t need
the space so we can spread out more
comfortably on Sunday mornings; we
need space for new and growing efforts to
serve the needs of our community and our
county. The difficult economic period that
we are facing has created more need for
these services.
