the NIV translates Paulôs words in chapter 

one, verse fifteen of the first letter to 

Timothy, his young friend and protégé. 

Paul then goes on to quote the ñsayingò to 

which he refers, which is, ñChrist Jesus 

came into the world to 

save sinners.ò  

Wow. Does a more 

ñtrustworthy sayingò 

exist? The truth of this 

phrase is the single most 

important thing a person 

can grasp: that we 

humans are sinnerséwe 

have a problem, and there 

is a solution to our 

problem in the person of 

Jesus Christ. 

This phrase ñétrustworthy saying that 

deserves full acceptanceéò caught my 

attention years ago. Paul is saying here, 

ñTimothy, if you will catch this truth and 

take it to heart, it will make your life 

fuller and more complete. This is one of 

those truths that may not necessarily 

make life easier, but will certainly make 

life better.ò  

Of course, Paulôs saying here is the 

gospel in a nutshell and is, therefore, the 

king of all ñtrustworthy sayings.ò But are 

there others? Are there ñtrustworthy 

sayingsò out there that, while less 

profound, still make life 

better as theyôre 

embraced? 

I can think of four that 

apply to us as we begin a 

new school year of 

min is t ry,  worship, 

fellowship and service 

together.

social components) is responsible for 

providing them with friends. They tend to 

think that friendship means they show up 

and others flock to them. Then, when 

others donôt flock, they determine that 

place or people to be ñunfriendly.ò 

Personally, I hear this a time or two a 

year, from people who have already 

decided to leave our church (after theyôve 

left many others for the same reason. 

Hmmméis there a pattern here?) 

How self-centered this kind of 

thinking is. Can you imagine Jesus 

thinking like this? 

The church is not a dating service. The 

church tries to provide opportunities for 

people to have fellowship 

and friendship. We even 

have a host of events just for 

new people as they look for 

friends here. It is not the 

churchôs purpose, however, 

to organize friendships. To 

borrow another trustworthy 

saying: the corporate church 

can (and should) lead people 

to wateréit can even 

provide the water, but it canôt make 

people drink. Making people drinké

setting people up in friendships iséwell, 

cultish.  

Friendship takes personal initiativeð

lots of it. Thatôs just the way life is. If 

youôre having trouble making friends, 

maybe the problem is that youôre so 

focused on having a friend to meet your 

needs that youôve not really been a friend 

to anyone else.  

Hey, donôt wait for people to say 

ñhelloò to you, or to call you, or to invite 

you to this or that. Call them. Speak to 

them. Invite them. And, by the way, when 

they accept, donôt spend your whole time 

together talking about yourself. The best 

way to make friends is to ask lots of 

questionséabout the other person.  

If you want a friend, first be a friend. 

Show interest in others. Take some 

initiative. Be to others what youôre 

looking for, and youôll have more friends 

than youôll know what to do with.  

Related to the first, hereôs another 

trustworthy saying that deserves full 

acceptance: ñWhat you get out of 

something is directly proportional to what 

you put into it.ò 

Man! (and woman!) Is that true! Itôs 

true of everything in life: friendships, 

marriage, parenting, school, leisure, 

sports, exercise, even worship. 

Did you really sleep through worship 

because it was boring, or because you 

only got five hours of sleep the night 

before? Was the sermon really that bad, 

or were you not concentrating because 

you were thinking about 

the football game on TV 

later? 

Our relationship with 

Christ is the same as any 

other friendship in this 

way: what we receive from 

t h e  ex p e r i en c e  i s 

proportional to the effort 

we invest in it. We all 

know that, but itôs easier to 

blame the Sunday School teacher or the 

preacher or the music or whateverébut 

itôs not honest.  

Itôs true, sometimes the preacher or 

teacher is having an ñoffò day. Iôve had 

plenty of them on Sunday mornings. In 

spite of that, if weôll come to the Lord 

eager to give to Him and to hear from 

Himéif weôll come prepared to worship, 

awake, attentive and prayerful, Heôll 

speak to us every time. 

What we get out of anything is 

proportional to what we put into it. 

Another trustworthy saying, this one 

from Martin Luther King Jr.: ñLove is the 

only force capable of transforming an 

enemy into friend.ò

The theological truth in this is self-

evident, of courseðour redemption in 

Christ is the ultimate example. We are 

called ñfriends of Godò today because of 

the love of Jesus poured out for us. 

A more earthly example of loving our 

enemies might be to do something nice 

for someone whoôs offended you. Give a 

gift to someone you donôt get along with. 

Compliment someone 

youôre at odds with. If 

youôll do so honestly and 

not patronizingly, the 

truth is, youôll not be 

enemies for long. Like the 

Apostle Paul said, ñDonôt 

be overcome by evil, but 

overcome evil with good.ò 

Thatôs not just a pie in the sky wishð

thatôs a do-able thing, a possibility that 

we hold in our heads. This works, you 

see, because when we love in the face of 

hatred, the power of God is appropriated. 

Itôs not left up to us to love, but the love 

of God is set free to flow through us, and 

pretty soon, real communication begins to 

happen, appreciation grows between 

people and enemies become friends.  

Most often, in relationships, itôs pride 

that keeps people apart. Love sets pride 

aside. Love trusts God enough to set fear 

asideðfear of what might happen if we 

choose to love.  

Choosing to love really is the only 

answer to relationships in crisis, to age-

old personality conflicts, to factions in 

families and communities. If weôll make 

the choice to love, God has the power to 

put our choice into 

motion. 

Now, I realize that some 

of these things might be 

hard for some of us to 

hearéthey might hit a 

little too close to home. 

The truth is, theyôve 

been challenging for me to write, because 

I see in myself places that I need to 

follow these trustworthy sayings more 

carefully, the Lord being my helper. 

But please, donôt shoot the messenger. 

Iôm only trying to follow the fourth 

trustworthy saying, which is, ñHonesty is 

always the best policy.ò

The Miracle of Compounded Interest 

I  n the FPU Lesson ñSuper Savers,ò Dave Ramsey tells this amazing story. 

Ben and Arthur are both savers, but Ben 

realized he should start saving when he 

was only 19. So he began to put $2,000 

per year into a good mutual fund that 

averaged 12% annual growth. Eight years 

later, when he was 26, Ben had invested 

only $16,000 and it had already grown to 

$27,550. Then he stopped putting money 

into that fund, but it 

continued to grow at an 

average rate of 12% for 

the next 38 years when 

Ben turned 65. 

On the other hand, 

Arthur didnôt realize 

that he should start 

saving until he was 27. 

That was when he began 

putting away $2,000 a year into the 

mutual fund that averaged 12% annual 

growth. Only Arthur put $2,000 a year in 

for the full 38 years, a total investment of 

$76,000. 

How much money do you think Ben 

and Arthur had at age 65? You guessed it, 

Arthur never caught up with Ben. Arthur 

retired with $1,532,166 while Ben retired 

with $2,288,996! This is the miracle of 

compounded interest at work.  

But you say, ñyou canôt find a mutual 

fund that averages 12% annual growth.ò 

Itôs true that over the last 10 years, stock 

market growth has been flat. However, 

over its lifetime, stock market growth has 

averaged around 11%. And there are 

mutual funds that have done well even 

during the last 10 years.  

Of course there is one way to get a 

guaranteed return rate of 17 percent. Pay 

off those credit card balances! Thatôs 

right. Seventeen percent is the current 

average credit card rate. Every time you 

make a payment without paying off the 

balance, the miracle of compounded 

interest works against 

you and in favor of the 

institution that loaned 

you their money.  

If you want to retire 

with dignity and leave 

an inheritance for your 

children, get out of debt 

and start saving. The 

best time to plant a tree is 50 years ago. 

The second best time is today. The same 

is true about saving. So: 

Step 1. Start by creating a baby 

emergency fund of $1,000. Put it in a 

savings account and only use it for 

emergencies.  

Step 2. Pay off all your debts, except 

for the house.  

Step 3. Create a fully-funded 

emergency fund of 3 to 6 months living 

expenses.  

Step 4. Put 15% of your income into 

quality mutual funds.
